Description
I currently provide primary instruction for an upper level undergraduate course that provides an introduction to clinical psychology. The course provides an overview of the field as well as focused sections on clinical assessment and intervention. The intervention section of the course covers the major theoretical models guiding current psychotherapies (e.g. behavioral, psychodynamic, cognitive). Enrollment for this course is capped at 35 to facilitate class discussion. I also teach a graduate seminar on addictive behaviors. The seminar provides a broad overview of research on both the etiology and prevention/treatment of addictive behaviors. Although the focus is on alcohol, research on other substance use and abuse and behavioral addictions (e.g. gambling, food) is also discussed. This is a true seminar course with a cap of twelve students. I also maintain an active lab course in which both graduate and undergraduate students have the opportunity to gain hands on research experience. Undergraduates can elect to enroll in PGS 399 or PGS 499 which has the additional requirement of a written project. Students working with me in the PGS 499 course often develop empirical projects to be presented at conferences or submitted for publication.  Enrollment varies but is typically between five and ten students.

Health psychology is a core graduate course in the clinical area covering the role of psychological processes in health and disease, health risk and health protective behaviors, and psychological intervention targeting physical health outcomes.
