Description of Dr. Elizabeth Capaldi Phillips Memorial Award
for Graduate Research in the Psychology of Eating

Purpose
The Dr. Elizabeth Capaldi Phillips Memorial Award for Graduate Research in the Psychology of Eating was established to recognize and encourage the efforts of ASU graduate students researching the psychology of eating—Dr. Capaldi Phillip’s research focus and passion. 
Eligibility Requirements

1. The student must have formal graduate student standing.  

2. The student must have some record of research contributions and future plans relevant to the psychology of eating.

3. The student must be making acceptable and timely progress toward the completion of the graduate degree and be enrolled as a full-time student.
4. Financial awards will be disbursed during the Fall 2018 semester, so the student must be enrolled full-time in Fall 2018 to be eligible for this award.  
Application Process
1. The application and description of the scholarship are emailed to faculty and graduate students in relevant departments.  Application materials are also available online at https://psychology.clas.asu.edu/student-life/the-graduate-experience/fellowships-and-awards.
2. The student completes and submits the application.  

3. The student arranges for a separate letter of recommendation to be sent by a faculty member.

4. All materials are sent to Dr. Polemnia Amazeen (amazeen@asu.edu), Chair of the Awards Committee, Department of Psychology.  The deadline for electronic submission of all materials, including the letter of recommendation, is 5pm on Monday, March 19, 2018.
5. All applicants will be notified by April 13, 2018 and the funds will be awarded during the Fall 2018 semester. 
Selection Criteria
The award is intended to recognize the efforts of a graduate student researching the psychology of eating.  The Department of Psychology Awards Committee will review all submitted materials and make a selection based on the intent of this award.

Award Distribution

The recipients will be honored at the annual end-of-the-year Psychology Department celebration and at the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences Hearts & Scholars Scholarship Dinner typically held during the (following) spring semester. The award amount is approximately $5000.  Any impact of this award on the student’s financial aid support will be the student’s responsibility.
